1. Download Colorado map for offline use
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2. Create Assessment with the “+” icon. Always select “Trail/Road Assessment”
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3. Enter in Trail Name (and number if you know it).

If there is an orange “syncing” symbol below the checkmark button on the main map screen, it means it has not uploaded yet.
